


permission for its use. The snow blower and other equipment located in that building are 
needed to be used to care for the sidewalks on the �p�r�e�~�s�e�s� to prevent possible accidents. 

Our liquid assets have not yet been transferred to an endowment fund as you promised at 
our public listening sessions last fall and as written in the September 16/17 2006 bulletin. 
In this bulletin you said, "All ofSt. Mary's assets will be put in an endowment for 
outreach to the Jamesville Community with service programs, i.e. Religious Ed., Youth 
Ministry, etc". We respectfully ask why this has not been done and when will this take 
place? We also ask you to provide monthly financial records to our finance chair, Robert 
Hopkins. Outstanding monthly reports include 6/30/07-10/31/07. 

We are pleased to be continuing the traditions of St. Mary's parish through the volunteer 
efforts of numerous parishioners. We are fortunate to have very active parishioners who 
are willing to volunteer their time and talents. We believe we are the laity that Bishop 
Moynihan was seeking to promote in his 2001 pastoral care letter, "Equipping the 
Saints" . In this letter the Bishop says, "We all should invite every parishioner to a 
discipleship that is evangelizing and involves collaborative ministries with 
neighbors ... We will need to work together to invite many to ministry, to offer creative 
solutions to complex challenges, and to be committed to a changing Church ... and 
enthusiastically motivate those new professionals and volunteers who will help lead our 
church in the future." We have successfully demonstrated our ability to sustain and 
maintain our community. St. Mary's parish could be used as a model and/or piiot of what 
"church" could and should be. 

Although it is still unfortunate that our parishioners are forced to fast from the Eucharist 
at our prayer services on Sundays as our spiritual patrimony continues to be disregarded. 
We continue to question why a priest is not allowed to spend one or two hours a week 
offering mass at St. Mary's. Can you please answer this question? 

We have learned that Le Moyne College is part of our pastoral care area (PCA). We were 
not made aware of this information during our PCA meetings last year. Why did you not 
disclose this information to us? 

We also understand that some of the Jesuits affiliated with Le Moyne College are 
traveling 25-30 miles to Baldwinsville parishes located outside of our PCA, while others 
are not allowed to travel the four miles to St. Mary's in Jamesville. Due to your 
relationship with Le Moyne College including your recent appointment of Chair of the 
search committee for the new coll ege President, we are wondering why you are not 
attempting to foster the same relationship and courtesy to the parishioners of St. Mary's. 
Is this possible? If not, can you please explain? 

For all of the reasons outlined above, we respectfully request the foll owing by 11-15-07: 

J) Written assurance of the continuation of the food pantry in the status it enj oys. 
2) Transfer of the keys to Bill Middleton, Building and Grounds Chair 
3) 6/30/07 - 10/31107 financial records provided to Bob Hopkins, Finance Chair 

(Monthly reports should be provided to Mr. Hopkins in the future) 
4) Explanations regarding the disregard for our spiritual patrimony 
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We ask you to protect the needy, the poor and the faithful of St. Mary's parish. We trust 
that you will give thoughtful consideration to all of us in your mission to minister to the 
people ofRis church.
